Guidelines for various Competitions

Rangoli Making Competition (Rangbaaz)

Theme: Digital India

Time: 11:30 AM

Venue: In front of Principal’s office

Bring your own colors and decorative material.

Maximum two students in a group can participate.

Maximum time limit is 45 minutes.

Judgment shall be based on relevance of the design to the theme, originality and
creativity.

The decision of the judges will be final.

Science Quiz (QuizBuzz)

Time: 12:30 PM (for preliminary round), 2:00 PM (For first and second rounds)
Venue: Auditorium, Shivaji College

Registration would be done only if there are three members in a team.

There should be 3 members in each team.

Individual members won’t be allowed to participate.

Each team would be given a Questionnaire (containing multiple choice questions) for the
Preliminary round. The 5 teams scoring maximum marks would be selected for 1* round.
If there is any tie in 1% round, then another questionnaire would be given to those teams

and then only 5 teams would be selected.

In 1% round, Questions would be asked to each team. Teams scoring maximum marks

would be selected for 2™ round.

In second round, team who will score maximum marks will be 1st and accordingly 2™ and
3, In case of tie, at any stage, there would be tie breaking question with rapid fire round.

The decision of the judges will be final.



Scientific Charades (The Sci-Muzzle)

Time: 01:00 PM (for preliminary round), 4:00 PM (For first and final rounds)

Venue: Auditorium, Shivaji College

The topic of the Chemical charades will be allotted through a lottery-based system by
picking up the chit.

The topic allotted will not be changed/ passed.

There will be three rounds for the competition. Participants will be given 30 seconds for
the preliminary round, 45 seconds for the first round and 1 minute for the final round.
Each team should have only 2 members (one will present and other will guess the word)
Participant(s) are advised to adhere to the decorum & their presentation should not harm
anybody’s sentiments, religion, caste, region, nation’s pride etc.

The team may be disqualified, if found to use unfair means like lip sync/ making sounds.
The decision of the judges will be final.
